(N.Y. Post, 12/6/15).

          Sheldon Silver illegally spent some $3 million from his campaign account on lawyers to defend himself.  (New York Post, 12/3/15.)

           Also, convicted were former N.Y. S. Senator (lawyer) and Majority Leader Dean Skelos and son Adam on political corruption.

1) Andrew Cuomo graduated Albany Law School  (under investigation) and Fordham Law School.
